Historie sbirky

Sbirka minerald byla jednou z prvnich
sbirek darovanych do nové zalozeného
muzea jiz v roce 1818. Onen darce nebyl
nikdo jiny nez jeden z jeho hlavnich
zakladatel& Ka$par hrabé& Sternberk.

A vzhledem k tomu, Ze tehdy bylo mezi
Slechtou oblibenou médou sbératelstvi
minerald, zadaly po Sternberkové pfikladu
nasledovat i dalsi dary. Tim vznikal zaklad
dnesni sbirky.

Sal minerall byl na konci 19. stoleti
historicky prvni zpfistupnénou expozici
v této budoveé.

Expozice byla oteviena zasluhou
vyznamného ¢eského mineraloga
prof. Karla Vrby v roce 1892. Prof. Vrba
spolupracoval s architektem celé budovy
prof. Josefem Schulzem a spole¢né
navrhli typ vitrin, které v tomto séle
pojmou vice nez 4000 minerald.

Celé expozice je usporadana podle
chemického sloZeni jednotlivych minerall
stejné jako pred vice nez 100 lety.

The Collection history

This collection of minerals was one of the
first collections to be donated to the newly
established museum as early as 1818.

The donor was none other than one of its
main founders, Kaspar Count Sternberk
and as the collecting of minerals was

a passion among the nobility at that time,
Sternberk’s example began to be followed
by other donations creating the basis of
today's collection.

At the end of the 19 century, this
Mineral Hall was historically the first
accessible exhibition in this building.

The first mineralogical exposition was
opened thanks to the important Czech
mineralogist Prof. Karel Vrba on the 28%
of September 1892. Vrba worked closely
with the architect of the entire builing,
Prof. Josef Schulz, and together they
designed the type of display cases that can
accommodate more than 4000 minerals,
which can be found in this room. The
whole exposition is organized in the same
way as it was more than 100 years ago.

Interesting facts from the Hall of Minerals,

which is a part of the new exposition of

natural history:

— this is one of the oldest collections of
minerals in the National Museum

— with more than 100,000 minerals,
it is the largest collection in the Czech
Republic

— in total, more than a third of all minerals
originally exposed have been replaced

— these are of the most interesting items
found within the entire collection

— only 4 % of the total collection is
exhibited

— new labels are in the original gilded font

— all minerals have been professionally
cleaned before being displayed

— more than 5,500 types of minerals have
been recognized in the world so far but
only 700 have been exhibited
