We take pride in being "watched" and "unloved" by those who do not share our belief in human dignity and the importance of peaceful coexistence for the betterment of future generations. Our ultimate goal is to ensure the welfare of all children, particularly those in Čunovský kŕdeľ, and to bring joy to their lives. During our gathering on October 13, 2023, the children's unique and heartwarming greeting touched us all, leaving a lasting impression on our souls.
